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 INTRODUCTION 

This route is an extension for Just Trains’ Midland Main Line: Sheffield-Derby route with the Midland Main Line: 
Derby-Nottingham-Leicester Extension also installed. Both routes must be installed correctly in Train Simulator 
for this route to display and operate correctly.

This Nottingham-Lincoln Extension runs from Nottingham in the west to Lincoln in the east and is approximately 
36 miles in length. The route is Quick Drive enabled and includes 15 detailed stations along with numerous new 
custom assets along the length of the route.

15 Standard scenarios which require additional payware add-ons are included as well as 12 scenarios which only 
require the default Train Simulator stock.

 Scenery quality and display settings  

Various effects and techniques have been used to enhance the realism of this route, including TSX technology for 
realistic night lighting effects.

We recommend running the route with ‘Procedural Flora’ turned off via Settings > Graphics > Advanced > Next 
and then Save.

Due to the high level of detail which has been modelled, it is best to run the route at the highest settings your PC 
can manage. Settings can all be accessed via the Settings > Graphics menu in Train Simulator. The route will still 
run at lower settings, of course, but some of the assets may not be displayed as intended.

 Run in 64-bit mode!  

We strongly advise you to run Train Simulator in 64-bit mode to enhance its stability:

1. Run the Steam client and select ‘Games’ from the top menu.

2. Select ‘Train Simulator’ from the left-side menu and press the blue ‘PLAY’ button in the top centre of the 
window. The option to ‘Play Train Simulator’ or ‘Play Train Simulator 64-bit Edition’ will pop up.

3. Select the 64-bit option and press ‘Play’.

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 FEATURES TO LOOK OUT FOR ON THE ROUTE  

Landmark buildings and other features of interest have been modelled along the length of the route – these are 
some of them, listed in the order you’d see them when driving from Nottingham to Lincoln:

 Colwick Woods Court  

This residential tower block is the joint 23rd tallest building around Nottingham.
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 Netherfield Junction  

This spur off to the right takes the line towards Grantham and eventually to Skegness. Just after the spur are the 
sidings for the Colwick oil terminal.
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 Forterra building supplies  

This warehouse is home to a building materials supplier.

 Fiskerton Junction signal box  

Opened in 1929 and closed in 2015, Fiskerton was one of the last Midland Railway-style boxes built by the LMS.
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 Staythorpe Crossing box  

The signal box at Staythorpe stands next to the level crossing which it controlled until November 2016; it was 
then closed when control of the Nottingham-Newark line passed to the Derby Signalling Centre.

 Staythorpe Power Station  

Staythorpe C Power Station is a 1,735 MWe gas-fired power station. It is the second largest Combined Cycle 
Gas Turbine (CCGT) power station in the UK.
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 Staythorpe Viaduct  

This carries the line over the River Trent.

 Newark Castle  

This castle dates from around 1135.
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 Newark auction house  

This is one of several auction houses in the area.

 Newark British Sugar  

Sugar beet is brought to this factory to be turned into sugar.
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 Nether Lock Viaduct  

This carries the A46 road over the River Trent.

 Newark flat crossing  

This is the only standard gauge flat crossing in the UK and where the Nottingham-Lincoln line crosses the East 
Coast Main Line.
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 Swinderby signal box  

This signal box is now a Grade II listed building.

 Lindum building  

This warehouse houses a construction business.
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 Boultham Junction  

At this junction the line goes left towards Gainsborough and right towards Lincoln.

 Lincoln Signalling Control Centre  

This centre replaces four individual signal boxes.
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 West Holmes Junction  

This is where the line from Nottingham joins the line to Lincoln and the line from Lincoln heads left towards 
Gainsborough. 

 University of Lincoln  

These buildings make up part of the University of Lincoln.
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 Brayford Pool  

Located near the centre of Lincoln, where the River Witham meets the Fossdyke Canal, is Brayford Pool, 
reputedly the oldest inland harbour in England and dating back to Roman times. There are numerous restaurants 
and facilities on the quayside.

 East Holmes signal box  

East Holmes signal box was opened by the Great Northern Railway in May 1873. It is the second oldest GNR 
box to survive and a Grade II listed building.
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 Lincoln Castle  

Lincoln Castle is a major Norman castle which was built during the late 11th century by William the Conqueror on 
the site of a pre-existing Roman fortress. The castle is unusual in that it has two mottes.

 Lincoln High Street signal box  

This signal box was built by the Great Northern Railway in 1874. It is an early surviving example of a GNR box 
and now a Grade II listed building.
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 Lincoln Cathedral  

Lincoln Cathedral, Lincoln Minster, or the Cathedral Church of the Blessed Virgin Mary of Lincoln and sometimes 
St Mary’s Cathedral is the seat of the Anglican Bishop of Lincoln. Construction began in 1072 and continued in 
several phases throughout the High Middle Ages.

 Lincoln central bus station  

Lincoln central bus and coach station handles 650 bus departures each day. The station is part of the Lincoln 
Transport Hub complex south of the city centre which also includes Lincoln Central railway station and a large 
car parking complex.
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 Siemens energy works  

Siemens has a large industrial presence in Lincoln.

 Pelham Street Junction  

This junction takes the line towards Barnetby.
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 Stagecoach bus depot sidings  

From here the line continues towards Peterborough.

 Choosing a scenario  

When you first start Train Simulator, select the ‘Drive’ option in the Main Menu, then choose the Standard 
scenarios.

Use the scroll bar on the right side to scroll down to ‘Just Trains – Midland Main Line’. All the scenarios for the 
Midland Main Line: Nottingham-Lincoln Extension are prefixed with [NL].

You can now choose your scenario and click on the ‘Go’ button.

15 Standard scenarios are included which require additional payware content.

12 scenarios are included which only require default Train Simulator stock and the European Loco and Asset 
pack; these are prefixed with [Default].

This route is equipped for use with the Quick Drive option in Train Simulator. 

To access this option from the Main Menu, press the ‘Drive’ button and then the ‘Quick Drive’ tab at the top left. 

 The Quick Drive menu  

The top left area on the menu is where you select the train you wish to drive.

When you click on the menu directly to the right of the train picture, it shows the variations/consists available for 
the selected train in the right-side area of the menu. Click on the consist that you want to drive.

 Changing your train  

If you want to drive a different train, click back on the top left train picture. The right side of the menu will change 
and will display all the trains you have installed in Train Simulator.

Use the ‘Page’ button located at the top middle of the pictures to scroll through them all.

All installed trains which have Quick Drive enabled are displayed. If the train does NOT have Quick Drive enabled, 
it will NOT be displayed in the Quick Drive menu.

 Selecting your route  

When you have selected the train and consist you wish to drive, you then need to select the route.

In the middle left area are the route selection menus. Click on the middle far left route picture. This will change 
the right-side area of the menu to display the routes that you have installed in Train Simulator.

 

 Choosing departure and arrival stations  

Click on the route ‘map’ image directly to the right of the route picture. This will then show the available 
departure and arrival points for the route. You can select them by clicking on the ones you want.

 Changing the time and weather  

Controls for changing the time of day and weather conditions are on the lower left area. You can use these to 
adjust the time and weather settings as you wish.

 

 Driving  

When you have made all your selections, press the ‘Drive’ button on the lower right side of the menu and Train 
Simulator will load your settings.
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 IMPORTANT – Filters  

In the Standard and Free Roam ‘Drive’ menus there are various locomotive and route filter options along the top 
of the right side. We strongly recommend that these are all set to ‘None’ unless you are experienced in using 
them. 

If you set a filter and forget to remove it, there is a strong possibility that not all the available locomotives and/or 
routes will be displayed in the menu.
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
